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Nan Shan Life Charity Foundation (NSCF) has fully engaged Nan Shan staff, agents and integrated enterprise resources
to help the underprivileged. In 2010, NSCF focused resources on three aspects: education, sheltering and helping the
underprivileged stand on their own feet, and lending a hand to those in need. For the entire year, more than 25,000 person-
time took part in charity work; and with such dedication, NSCF has helped more than 200 social welfare groups, supporting

around 25,000 disadvantaged people and children.

Solid Education for Future Competitiveness
To ease the financial burden aggravated by the global crisis and typhoons, NSCF donated more than NT$3.8 million
through the Ministry of Education’s program to more than 300 students at 65 schools in 10 cities/counties, taking care of

their financial, emergency, or special medical needs.

In 2010, NSCF initiated the “Love Delivery Around the Island Bike Tour” to attract participation of bikers, and, in turn, a
corresponding total of more than NT$2 million donation was given to the mentally disabled to help them earn a living and
learn to stand on their own feet, and to the children in remote areas for them to have a healthy diet.

To extend the support further, NSCF gave out the products of the “Sheltered Workshop” as a gift to blood-donors in its 2010

Blood Drive. Moreover, the Foundation’s another NT$2.8 million donation not only provided autistic children with more
